This is a consolidated list of all “official” scenarios that have appeared with the game and in the Avalon Hill GENERAL over the years, some 61 total.  Not included is the macro-game variant listed in p.23-25 of the rulebook and the “Situation 13 for Panzer Leader” variant article from Volume 14, #6 of the GENERAL.  “Situation 13” allows for random board set up and purchase of units.  Note that SITUATIONS 1 through 20 came with the original game.  Some SITUATIONS have unfortunately been assigned duplicate numbers (SITUATIONS #21 through #25) and one SITUATION had no number assinged (26 on this list). Unit totals include air units and obstructions each side may posses.  Number of units should give players an idea as to scenario complexity and, when combined with number of turns in a scenario, the time required to play to completion.
